Chapter U
Safety Considerations in the Planning Process

1.
How is safety addressed for motorized and non-motorized Users throughout the Continuous, Cooperative, and Comprehensive (3-C) planning process?

CRTPA Response:  There are a number of ways that the CRTPA is involved with safety issues at the regional and local level.  

First, CRTPA staff meets with FDOT on a regular basis with the District 3 Safety Team to discuss location issues and address safety studies that have been performed at the request of citizens and the CRTPA.
Second, staff continues to participate in the Community Traffic Safety Teams (CTST) in the region.  These address safety issues at the local level and are typically pedestrian or bike safety related.  These efforts have led to improvements such as the extension of turn lanes on Thomasville Road at Chiles High School.

Additionally, the Leon County CTST has applied for a safety grant to implement an education program targeting teen drivers.  The Program led to presentations at all five Leon County High Schools and SAIL.
2.
Is safety an explicit goal in your planning process (LRTP and TIP)?
CRTPA Response:  Yes.  The Goals for the Connections 2040 RMP were adopted on May 14, 2014 and include the following Safety Goal:
“Improve public health safety by increasing travel choices to include, safety, and access of transportation facilities for all segments of the population.”

With regards to the TIP, preparation of the document starts with development and adoption of the CRTPA’s priority project lists (PPLs). These lists include projects that were identified in the agency’s plans (including the Connections 2040 RMP as discussed above).  One of the factors for project selection in the RMP related to the plan’s adopted goals, which include a Safety Goal.  As a result, the Roadway and Bicycle and Pedestrian PPLs reflect this safety goal in the lists identification and ranking of projects.  Additionally, information related to safety is one of the factors evaluated for both project identification and ranking of projects on the agency’s Transportation System Management (TSM) PPL.
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
