Planning for Regional Growth

The Capital Region Transportation Planning Agency (CRTPA) [formerly known as the Tallahassee-Leon County
Metropolitan Planning Organization (MPO)] is an independent regional agency responsible for coordinating
transportation planning within Florida’s Capital Region and serves as the region’s MPO. The CRTPA includes all
of Leon County along with urbanized portions of Gadsden and Wakulla counties. Our Board is composed of elected
officials who meet on a regular basis to provide direction and make decisions needed to implement transportation
projects and strategies. Our mission is to provide leadership in planning and promoting a comprehensive, multimodal
transportation system that provides for regional mobility - safely and efficiently moving people and goods throughout
the Capital Region. As our region continues to grow, we must maintain and enhance the transportation infrastructure
and services to encourage economic development while sustaining our community and natural resources.

The CRTPA works with its planning and transportation agency partners in Leon, Gadsden, and Wakulla Counties,
and the Florida Department of Transportation (FDOT), committees, staff and public to:

* Identify and evaluate transportation needs in the region;
* Determine the types of studies, strategies, and improvements needed; and

* Develop short- and long-term programs and plans that include schedules, improvement needs, and funding sources.

Creating a Blueprint for the Future
Year 2030 Long-Range Transportation Plan

Over the last year, we’ve been studying our past, envisioning our future, and projecting our transportation needs
and how to fund them. The Year 2030 Long-Range Transportation Plan (LRTP) is a list of transportation projects
encompassing roadway, transit, bicycle, and pedestrian improvements that are needed and can be funded up to
the Year 2030. It is the blueprint for maintaining and enhancing our regional transportation system. To meet
Federal requirements, the LRTP must: 1) include a financial plan for implementation; 2) not violate air quality
standards; 3) have at least a 20-year time horizon; and 4) be updated every three to five years.

Beginning With the End in Mind
Goals and Objectives

What should our Long-Range Transportation Plan seek to achieve? To answer that question, goals and objectives
were drafted and refined with public input. These were then used to develop criteria for evaluating and ranking
projects. These goals are summarized as follows:

* Provide proactive public involvement; * Expand, enhance and increase transit use;
* Support economic vitality of the region; * Improve transportation safety and security;
* Efficiently meet transportation needs; * Protect environmental and historical resources; and

* Recognize transportation-land use linkages; * Equitably expand the transportation system.
