As noted in the CRTPA Public Involvement Plan, the public is welcome to comment on
any discussion item after there has been a motion with a second. Each member of the
public is provided three minutes to address the CRTPA.

4. Project Priority Lists
A, Major Project Priority List

Mr. Greg Burke, Senior Planner presented the Major Project Priority Project list
to the CRTPA.

Commissioner Grippa asked about the placement of bike/ped projects in front of
the two major roadways. Mr. Burke answered that they are so low in price
comparatively, that it guarantees their place on the list. Chairman Gillum also

responded to several question from the Grippa regarding the ranking of items on
this list.

Mr. Kostrzewa distributed an additional list — the Advance Funding Payback
Schedule to the CRTPA membership.

Commissioner Mustian commented on verbal assurances from FDOT regarding
SIS funding. Motion: Motion was seconded by Commissioner Depuy. Capital
Circle NW to number 1. move Capital Circle SW to number 2 on the list, projects
1-3 to 3-5.

Commission Lightsey supports motion, moving original 1-3 after that.
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Commissioner Grippa noted that its not just about Leon County, and that the top
priority roads serve all the counties in the CRTPA.

VOTE: Unanimous among members to present to adopt Attachment 4A.

B. Transportation Systems Management Project Priority List

Mr. Burke reviewed the TSM list and how projects get on the candidate list, and
the criteria the CRTPA had previously approved.

Commissioner Rackleff expressed his disappointment that this list served
primarily vehicular traffic. Staff and membership reiterated that the criteria had
already been adopted and it would be better served if we addressed the criteria
next year.

Commissioner Grippa noted that none of the other counties were noted on the list.
Burke responded that the projects on that list would be added to that list beginning
the next fiscal year, as those counties dealt directly with District III staff.
Commissioner Grippa requested that he be provided with the most dangerous
intersection data in Leon County.

Commissioner Lightsey referred to the previous item on comments from the
advisory subcommittee.

Motion: Approve the FY 2007-2011 TSM Project Priority List as
recommended by staff and as shown in Attachment 4B.

L. Transportation Enhancements Project Priority List

Motion: Approve the FY 2007-2011 Transportation Enhancements Project
Priority List as recommended by staff and as shown in Attachment 4C.
Motion passed unanimously.

D. Transit Project Priority List

Assistant City Manager Michael Wright answered questions asked by the CRTPA
officials and invited them to the City Commission meeting in October that adopts

the TalTran Renaissance Plan.

Commissioner Grippa voiced discomfort about approving a list without key
personnel from TalTran being present.

Mr. Kostrzewa noted that the Project Priority List was due October 1.
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Mayor Marx urged Commissioner Grippa to speak with TalTran Director Ron
Garrison and not delay the list. Grippa agreed to support the list and wants to
speak with the director of TalTran regarding the use of the funds.

Motion: Approve the FY 2007-2011 Transit Project Priority List as presented by
staff and as shown in Attachment 4D. Motion passed unanimously.

E. Tallahassee Regional Airport Project Priority List

Motion: Approve the FY 2007-2011 Regional Airport Project Priority List as
presented by staff and as shown in Attachment 4E. Motion passed unanimously.

F. Strategic Intermodal System (SIS) Priority Project List

Commissioner Grippa noted that discussion was needed because of actions taken by
Blueprint 2000 earlier this month.

Motion: Reorder items 1-3-2-4. The final Priority Project List is shown as
Attachment 4F. Motion passed unanimously.

G. Transportation Regional Incentive Program (TRIP) Priority Project List

Motion: Reorder the Priority Project List with Capital Circle SE as #1, then
with the rest of the projects as shown in Attachment 4G. Motion passed
unanimously.

Motion: Adopt a resolution of the CRTPA as a Regional Transportation
Agency for TRIP. Motion passed unanimously.

Motion: Adopt a resolution for criteria that would identify “Regionally
Significant Projects.” The motion passed unanimously.

S. Year 2030 Long Range Transportation Plan Draft Needs Plan

Rob Schiffer of Cambridge Systematics presented the draft Needs Plan to the
CRTPA and received comments from the membership.

Comments: Dee Crumpler requested that the criteria for setting priorities be
discussed at the October retreat. Commissioner Rackleff asked for more details
on multi-modal districts.

Motion: Accept the report. The motion passed unanimously.
